Darren (not pictured) will play a silent ratethe partnership whilst carrying on as an Estate
Agent in Docklands, London. Atter getting a degaethe University of Westminster Darren
moved into the property field, where heis the Mparaf4 branches in the Docklands Area. Being
a silent partner and having a full time job elserehwill mean Darren will only be ableto assist at
the Feathers at convenient times.

Both Justin and Steven have previously workedeFeathers Hotel. Justin worked at the hotel
for 2 years as an assistant manager butlef to goiversity at Birmingham University where he
completed a degree in Hospitality Management.

Emad brings a
vast catering experience background and will begisically sourced produce, freshly cooked.

The Feathers dosed for 6 weeks after previous emviexine and Tony Martin were dedared
bankrupt on 3 July. After much deliberation the Ling brothersdly managed to grasp the lease
and re-opened on TAugust.

After moving into the Feathers they plan to inMeghe structure ofthe building by replacing
all upholstety, re-opening the stable tap with @tsptheme, bringing the gardens back to their
former glory, enabling themto hold weddings, piévparties & BBQ's. The bedrooms are also
being renovated, and they have plans toincreaseutmber to ten.

The Feathers Hotel is situated just 1km fro m Samghram House on Royal Sandringham
Estate. It is a fine carrstone building, formerlgoaching inn, and is steeped in royal history and
connections.

The facilities include 3 Bars, a Restaurant, 2 ledBardens with play area and seating, en-
suite accommodation and ample parking (coacheswelby arrangement). The Hotel and
Gardens also provide a perfect setting for a WeglBieception or private function. Golfing,
Fishing, Cycle hire etc can all be arranged withimarea.

Died 20 August 2008 aged 63
years

One ofthe most popular peoplein
Dersingham, well known as a man who
spent many years ofhis life transpotting
residents ofthe village and its surrounds
from and to theirhomes when he was
employed as a driver on thebuses which run
between King's Lynn and Hunstanton, has
died at home in August ofthis year.

Having said that hewas popular, it was
histime on the buses that earned himthe
affectionate nickname of 'Billy the Bus,' by whitame he was known to many ofhis friends
and acquaintances.

A demonstration of Billy's popularity was givahhis funera at Mintlyn Crematoriumon
Wednesday 27 August when many ofthe mournersditigrcould not find roomto sit during
the sewice, asthe chapel was packed with thogewished to pay their respects.

Billy was born and grew up in Heachamand atterf®teithdon High School in Hunstanton,
leaving therein 1960. His first job was working ®orfolk Lavender following which he
became a digger diiver for Broontfields.

He and his wife Maureen were married in 196thatCatholic Church in Hunstanton, in what
was in fact a double wedding with Maureen's si®adget, and her husband. Following a move
to Dersingham, with their children Nettie and larlB75, Billy got a job with the Stantons,
working for themfor 11 years.

Then, in 1986, he became a bus driverwithéhastounties, work that he really enjoyed,
being very disappointed when, at the age of 5hdueto take early retirement dueto ill health.
Billy will be remembered by many people in the agé for his sodability, he loved being with
his many friends atthe Coach and Horses wherédyeg Bowls and Darts for the pub team. His
cheerfulness and sense ofhumour was much appaedptall ofthose who knew him, and
Sheila, landlady ofthe premises, has said thatdse"a really nice gentleman with whom
everybody goton well."

Even during the worst stages ofhis illneschbisrage and positive attitude enabled himto
take one day at a time during the final years sflifé. He didn't feel sorry for himselfand didn't
like being made a fuss of He was a home loving amchit was the love and strength of
Maureen, his children, his grandchildren and oth@mbers ofthe family, which meant that
Billy spent the final days ofhis life at home ssumded and cared for by those he loved.

The funeral service was conducted by the RBlichael Brock, Vicar of St Nicholas Church,
who has been most helpful inthe preparation afté¢ognition and celebration of Billy's life.
It is certain that many peoplein the villagi# wish to send condolences to Maureen and her
family intheir very sad loss.

So autumn approaches, the school holidayst ane end
and Hunstanton and it's approach roads are nowniergo
quieter. Most ofthe holiday makers have deparedare
back to normal, it won't be long before the pinktied
geese return, a sure signthat summer is ovewBat has
been going on with regard to Parish Council matters

Well at the meeting 0f28 July Sgt Crown suppadby
members ofthe Safer Neighbouthood Teamdelivered a
presentation. It appears that the anti-social biehaby
children living in the Holyrood Drive area is caddsy lack

of facilities. It seems thatthere is vely littltissocial behaviour reported in the Recreationu@w
area where the play equipment and skate boardisarm area has been identified by the Chair of
the Dersingham Sports Ground Committee, to theolfefie tennis courts, which could be a site ofa
multi-use games site and youth shelter. Fundinggaadts for these will be investigated and the
Parish Council agreed in principle to support thegs site and shelter. Who knows, ifall goes
well, the whole of Dersingham could become an satial behaviour free zone in the future.

A 2007 quality oflife survey revealed, so we told, that Dersinghamis relatively crime free
and thatwe who live here are a contented lot echippy with all that goes on in ourvillage . Not
all villages, or towns for that matter, can boathat achievement.

Now the matter ofthe verge at the Chapel RRxest/Ofice Road junction, what a problemthis
is. The Borough still wantto plant low growing ess but the Parish Councdil really would like it to
be cobbled with shrubs planted in various positiamengst the cobbles . However, originally the
Parish Council wanted wooden posts placed théeflie ones that which have sprouted by the
new doctor's surgery. The request for posts waseef, as it appears that they would be too
“urban”. Our County Councillor is going to investige asto why one place in thevillage can have
the posts and another can't. So, to cut a lony stmrt, posts, cobbles and shrubs are out (the
parish would have to bear the cost of cobbles &ls$)rand low growing roses are in (cost free to
theParish), but as | write the cupboard is bdtiepagh theweeds have gone, unless ofcourse they
have sprung up again.

The library sign, ifyou love it, that's fineutifyou hate, our County Councillor said thag th
possibility ofa more heritage-friendly sign is hgiooked into.

Perhaps oneofthe most importantitems rejatrthe village and indeed to West Norolkis the
Boundary Committee's recommendation for the oppibone unitary authority for the whole of
Norfolk plus Lowestot. Clir Johnston, Borough Caillor as well as our Parish Coundl Chairman,
gave a detailed report on how this recommendati@adopted, would affect Dersingham. Would
services be as good ifpower was devolved to Ndnaitd what about our weekly refuse
collections, would we get a fair share ofthe ggwtt, orwould the money be channelled into other
areas, considered more deprived than ours? Thiadesbs that residents of West Norfolk should
rise up and fightthese changes. Have a word washodyour Parish or Borough Councillors
should you want more details on what is happenmthis subject. Indeed the matter was discussed
by the Parish Coundlin detail at an extra-ordirRaarish Coundl Meeting held in August.

And so we look forward to September's Counalelting.

The Norfolk County Council-backed scheme searches for
reputable businesses to join the Norfolk Home Call Sewice. They are the put through an
accreditation process, which involv es them signing up to a strict set of standards, having
references taken up and background checks carried out by Trading Standards. They also
agree to maintain a minimum of £2 million public liability insurance.

The sewice started off in South Norfolk in 2001 and expanded to cov er the whole
county since June 2005. Dawn Flitton, Dev elopment Officerfor Norfolk Home Call, said
“Tens of thousands of older people and people with disabilties live on their own in Norfolk
and looking aftery ourself and your home can become difficult. People shouldn’t hav e to
see their home and quality of lif e deteriorate, and nor should they be in situations that
make them v ulnerable to bogus callers and dubious traders. Norfolk Home Call makes
sure that people have access to sewvices that are prof essional, reliable and reputable. We
want to increase awareness of the sewvice to older people and vulnerable aduls, their
carers, relatives, friends and neighbours”.

This area has been studied by thePArchitectural Liaison to ensure that this
facility will not affect the area or impact negadiy on others living nearby etc. It is an area that
will be patrolled regulady by the SNT and will heatime constraints applied to it's use. There is
also likely to be a shelter for local children tegneach other and sit and chat.

There have been national studies conductechdridwese facilities and it has been established
that ifthe local youths themselves are activelplned in planning thereis more oflikelihood that
the facilities will be better looked after and resfed. They will treat it as their own.

Luke Cox from the KLWNBC is working with other agees and local children to help themset
up ayouth forumso that funds can be applieddgray for this facility.

Work is hopefully going to start by April’09.

Whenyou are behind thewbfgour car, is
the actual driving a primary or secondaty role? ybao drive i
reluctantly or proactively?

For many people, the car is simply the mosveorent method of
getting fomA to B, with radio on, taking in thiew or planning the
day ahead. Going to the shops, taking a jaunt druscoast or visiting the family. Just dimb into
the hack, tum the key, auto pilot, just get ma¢hdease.

However, for some, when at the wheel ofthaft driving becomes their primary role, focusing
on technique, efficiency, planning, smoothnessaptémising progress. Yes, they are also
shopping or holidaying or visiting, but the roledoiving is their priotity. This driver is usualfgr
more observant, easier on the car and maintaiafeasd efficient rate of progress. Passengers
like these drivers. Honestly.

My job involves sitting as apassenger witlargé variety ofdrivers. Their speed does not
dictate whether | feel safe or not. It's their coesls, observation and mechanical sympathy that
creates a safe environment.

Ifyou want toimprove these aspeds ofyouvidg, a really good starting point is to try toeus
your brakes less. To dothis, the first thing ydlli meed to dois improve your obsewation. You'l
need to see the slowing trafic ahead sooner asdahthe throttle in good time. Ifyou have to
brake (otherthan for the final few mph to a cortplgtandstill) you didn't come off the gas soon
enough and since nearly all modern cars use nofudhe overrun (nothrottle), this means you
were consuming petrol for longer than necessary.

Ifyou have to brake for a bend, ask yourselfild you have come off the throttle sooner
instead? Learnto assess the bend earlier in gfreagh, maintain a reasonable speed through the
curve, therefore requiting less gas on the exiegain your speed. Less brakesin, less throttie ou
More fuel saved. Advanced driver training can h@p achieve this.

It's not that I'mbeing miserly, but the betsefire endless: smootherdeceleration, less brake
wear, less tyrewear, calmer environment, and briggfety bubble. Safety bubble? Yes, the
"space"you build around your car, in front, to #ees and in particularto the rear.

Has the driver behind seen you slowing? If poake later and harder, you'll be pinned closerto
the slowing vehicle in front. You are trapped. Betb lift offearlier, maybe tap the brake peaal t
send a brake lightto Mr Bumper Hugger, and corttrelgap to the slower car in front until you are
certain thetrafic behindis alsoin control. Bateceleration gives you more space for the
unpredictable and, once again, saves fuel.

Clearly, it's not always possible to use ndkegaat all times, but ifthis artide means you epd
usingthemless and plan ahead more, then it scibgeachieved as far as I'mconcerned.

Mr Sporty may think this style ofdriving isrfdawdlers. Well he's wrong, very wrong. Some of
the best performance training I've done involved faps on track without being allowed to use
brakes. It's al about planning, confidence andemsiténding you car so you can maintain a good
butsafe corner speed.

No brakes. Try it. It's fun, envionmentalliemdly, challenging and strangely satisfying. Make
driving your primary rolewhen behind the wheel uvawe itto yourselfand to those around you,
both in and out ofthe car. Ifdriving takes a selary role, then take thebus whereyou're less ris
to the rest ofus!

She was neverigdgbut the royal family always referred to
her as Mrs Bill.Prince John passed away afteegnfj a fit in January 1919 at the age ofthirteen.

Mr and Mrs Terrington then went to live at N¢i8ath Road, a house with a very large orchard
that went right through to Senter's Road and iddbefities this orchard land was built on. | can
find notrace of Walter Terrington the shoemakgaraf929. As far as | know there are no
members ofthe Terrington family aboutin the area, but | do believe thatthey were related to
the Lindford family, so maybe some one will be adedd to this story. By the way | think | am
right in saying that my old mate Bernie Twite Iv@da flat over Mrs Terrington's shop in Manor
Road when he first got married, but it could hakkemged hands by then.

Commons

A chap | met the otherday commented on howhnidersingham Common had changed since
we were boys, and how right heis. When | was d tady lived fity yards fomthe open
common to Lynn Road so | spent a lot of my spare tiip there with my mates.

In themdays the area nextto Pleasant Plasdatand dear ofbushes and trees; this area was
called Hoddy's Hole as years before an old marmhbyrtame had lived in a hovel (small miserable
dwelling) inthe far corner. We mainly played foaltton there with some goal posts made from
birch tree branches that we cut down on the ShuGopmon. We would also play a game called
"tin can". When we played cricket we would playstbn the top ofthe common near the old
concrete block as therewas much more roomup there

There were very few trees or whin bushes (Qamsé¢he top ofthe common, just grass and
heather. There was also a see-saw and some skeatwhin bushes were all around the edge ofthe
common and Hubby Cross along with his dog Toby waut these back with a slasher to keep the
footpaths accessible. The open common was a haverildl life, especialy birds like linnets,
whitethroat, red back shriek (the butcher birdjglaailed tits and chafinches and lots of skylarks
A lot ofthesebirds are no longerto be seen there

Over the other side ofHeath Road, just pasttd dump inthe middle ofthe Shut-Up
Common, we built a cycle speedway track. Wewauld ld bits ofbikes on the dump and put
themtogetherto make track bikes. Also a lot eftien fromthe village would go on the Shut-Up-
Common to cut the bracken for there tater gravedscanthe birch trees for pea and bean sticks. A
lotofpeople used both commons those days angrihéhey were all good places to be on.

The Government is intending to introduce a majorganisation of local government in a number
of Counties, induding Norfolk and Suffolk. Thermbes envisaged areas great, if not greater, than
those madein 1974 and will affect every ParisthemCounty. Theidea isto introduce a single
Council, based in Norwich, to run the whole urbam aural structure. The Boundary Committee
for England has been instructed by the SecretaStafe for Communities and Local Government
(The Rt. Hon. Hazel Blears) to recommend to henideldy structureto suit Norfolk, (and another
for Suffolk). The Committee has operated in anaextlinarily high-handed manner and is being
challenged asto the legality of its operation. &ibger with the other districts of Norfolk, with the
exception of Norwich itself, The Borough CouncKuoifg's Lynn and West Norfolk is opposed to
both the manner of the Committee’s working antheorecommendations it has so far put forward,
feeling thatthere isno need to introduce any gfesnat all and that any such changes would be
excessively expensive and remove much of the daoydoom the people. The Parish Council has
passed a Resolution to support the Borough indtspaign, as it feels that thisis in the interdsto
all Parishioners. It should be emphasised that #héce is supported by all parties inthe Borough
Council and all MP.s in the County. There is ned@r these proposed unrealistic changes and
their likely adverse effect on Coundl Tax, quipesd from the loss of local representation as we
know it now. The letter below has been sent diydatthe Secretary of Stateand sets out the main
broad reasons for opposition to the proposals. Thtails are complexand arenot yet properly
costed, but all signs arethat there would be marsgs at all, but considerable additional costs. |
urge youto support your Councilsin their endeasao stop this madness bya government
determined to introduce central control right dowrthe individual level. The proposals are not
good for Norfolkand not good for W est Norfolk.

Local Government Reform
At its meeting on 20August 2008, the Parish Coundl of Dersingham,fdl&r resolved that it will
support the Borough Coundl ofKing's Lynn and WHstrfolk in its endeavours to oppose the
proposals ofthe Boundary Committee, made Bduly 2008. The Parish Coundl supports the
retention ofthe existing two-tier system for theuity.

The basis for this resolution was as follows:

The Coundl believes that the proposed changesrarecessary and thatthe Boundary Committee
should have been allowed to consider proposalh®status quo and receive representations from
individuals as well as stakeholders, in order esprve the democraticprocess. We understand that
this situation has now been rectified but at a pleire in the process.

The methods by which the Committee carried outetsew were fundamentally lawed. There was
no provision for public consultation and Parishesevonly consulted after the Committee had
considered the submissions ofthe Loca Authoridied arrived at a preferred proposal bearing no
relation to any ofthose submissions and ignotimgreasoned arguments put forward with them.

A single unitary authority would effectively plaadarge amount of power in the hands ofa
relatively small number of people based some 480tmiles fromthe westem and north-western
edges ofthe County.

The idea that Norwich asthe engine for growtthefCounty, ignores the entirely separate sub-
regional economy based around King's Lynn. A strimagis on Nowich would inevitably mean
insuficient attention on King's Lynn and the othewns and rural communities ofthe west ofthe
County. The momentumbehind the recent regenerafiking’s Lynn and the surrounding area,
builtup over the last few years, would belost.
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There is no spedificity inthe Committee's reporexplain how a council ofthis scale, second
only to Birmingham, would respond to local issyeigritise spending or effectively lead or
represent a wide range ofrural and urban commemitvhich differ greatly in their socia and
economic make-up. It would be too big and too renotwithstanding the proposed institution of
21 Community Partnership Boards, whose constituonains nebulous.

It seems thatthe Committee has also ignorechtttéliat Birminghamis primarily an urban
conglomerate, whilst Norfolk is largely a dispersadal community with only pockets of
urbanisation.

The influence of Cambridge and P etetborough owibst ofthe County is equally as great as that
of Norwich. The development ofKing's Lynn has sésrsphere ofinfluence extend beyond the
boundaries of West Norfolk, a fact that has beerlooked by the Committee.

The creation offive planning, licensing and sioptareas, together with 21 Community
Partnerships between P arish and Unitary authodi@sh with theirown budgets and ofiicer
support would mean two additional layers ofbureaag in other words, building back extra
layers to replace District and County authorittest already exist.

We believe that democratic representation at Upievel would be drastically reduced and the
role ofthe new Coundil body, having up to 120 mersbwould be too large for the degree of
coverage currently provided by ward coundllors. Wieerstand that the County Council's
proposals would suggest that each coundllorwaoedpiire a paid caseworker and an assistant in
order to manage theincreased workload. This whalice significant costimplications and in
effect would replace elected and accountable velestwith a large number of paid bureaucrats.

The proposed variable constitution of CommunitytRPership Boards with unelected members
present would materialy affect the democratic gsscin a negative manner. This is regarded by
the Coundl as a serious breach in local democracy.

That the proposal unites the county without theadsition ofwhat might appearto be atificia
boundaries isinconsistent with the position fofidk, where Lowestot is being artificialy
extricated romits county and also fails to apjatecthe way Norfolk works based around the two
economic sub-regions ofKing's Lynn and Norwich.

The proposal indicates that funding resources Imasing-fenced for or diverted to Normwich from
other parts ofthe County. We feel this would leisufunds not being spent fairly across the
County, for example in areas such as King's Lyrret®rd, Yarmouth and the fens wherethere
are equally high levels ofdeprivation. The drabposal produces no evidence that it hasthe
capacity to dea with the chalenges ofurban arrel deprivation or educational under-attainment.
Education is currently a County provision and itlificult to understand how this will be achieved
through a costly and highly disruptive restructure.

Finally, with little evidence offinancial savings be made, especidly in thelight ofthe stroetu

as put forward in the draft proposal, standardisatif services such as waste collection is not seen
as contributing any resource savings. We feainfstance, that such a systemwould bring an end
to WestNorfolk's highly valued weekly refuse catlien in favourofthe universally unpopular
fortnightly collection which operatesin the reéttoe County. The Parish Council is not convinced
that the expected savings would be delivered bynearrangements and believe that the effect
on Coundl Taxwould lead to unacceptable increases

The Coundl remains convinced that, despite a mrmbconsultation meetings oflate, the outtum
ofthe proposed Unitary structure would in no wawpiove eficiency or generate cost savings and
would decreasethe local democratic process thraltghately remote central control. In reality it
would lead to an expensive, undemocratic systemahigh level oflocal taxation and remotely
controlled services.

Hundreds of moths and a butterfly

Most birdwatchers are at least
reasonably skilled at identifying
butterfies and dragonflies but only a
few take an interest in moths. 'mnot
sure why this is but suspectit is because
butterfies and dragonflies are around in
the day when birdwatchers are out and
about. Another reason could bethat
moths are a very diverse group with
around two and a halfthousand species
recorded in Biitain, making it far harder
to become a moth expert than a bird
expert.

In the past | avoided looking too
closely at moths for both these reasons
and whenever I've ventured dose to a
group ofmoth enthusiasts (mothers?)
gathered around their ultraviolet moth
traps itwas a hit offputting to see them

studiously leafing through thick

scientific tomes trying to identify some small dmabth. For me, this all changed with the
publication ofthe ‘Condse Guide to the Moths @é@ Britain and Ireland’ by Martin Townsend
and Paul Waring that contains amazing life sizledtifations by Richard Lewington ofnearly all
ofthe 874 ‘macro’ moths found in this countpdught this book late last year and the first moth
I managed to identify was a large yellow underwidgscovered flying around the house.
