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Team player or just a CLOG?

Selfish, thoughtless, ignorant. That's youwoifyare one ofthese nauseating people who insist on
cruising in the middlelane ofa motorway whenitiséde laneis clear. You're officially a member
of CLOG (the CentreLane Owner's Group) accordingnte highly respected joumalist.

Ifyou are a CLOG, | know exactly what's goargin your head. Mostly not a lot, but any
glimmers of mental activity are thoughts like: "lming 70 mph, so nobody should be wanting to
pass”, "There's a lorty halfa mile ahead so natpaimoving over"”, 'the inside laneis the slow
lane, so it's not for me".

You're probably enjoying Radio 2 or your Celine D@D, haven't used your mirror for miles,
dislike driving, but most ofall, don't care abentone else. "I'malright Jack"is yourphilosophy
behind thewheel and therefore probably in manywo#spects ofyourlife too. You'rejust not a
bom teamplayer.

A motorway is to be driven proactively, not igsly. As a rule ofthumb, ifthere's some traffic
behind, even ifyou can move over a lane for oatygeconds, it's worth doing. When you need to
move back out again, most drivers respond weldodators, (unless its a CLOG) so an early clear
signa willusually mean the required gap presenitigelf. Heaven forbid, it might sometimes
mean you have to accelerate a little to filtertiam appropriate speed. This is called being pro-
active, being a teamplayer. Motoway driving certédious enough, but playing the teamgame
keeps you more alert.

Here's a classic scenario: CLOG member at 60pio more cars behind, also in the middle
lane, catching up at 65 mph. Another two closingaw inthe outside lane at 70mph. Inside lane
vacant. Think that's all ok? Thendo us all a favaud keep offtthe motorways.

Travel on the Autoroutes and Autobahnsin Belgand Germany and you'll see a completely
difierent mentality. But you justknow, when yoseinbark fromthe ferry at Doveron your retum
trip, itll be back to the world of CLOGS. It makesnt to you screambut | actually justlaugh
now. That's how pathetic it is.

There are calls to widen motorways at the @bbtllions of pounds. That's expenditure we need
like a hole inthe head right now. But | say thatstnmotorways can gain an extra lanetomorrow if
only everyone would exercise good lane disdplifiee and time again one sees congestion on
the outside lane caused by drivers who have hawbte across to get round the middle lane
cruisers. And what's usually to the CLOG's let@acant, expensive but now redundant left hand
lane!

The "default”lane is the left hand lane, efdtory. That's where you should be, unless you are
overtaking. And that's justwhat itis...an overtaseemove back into thatlane when executed.

There is currently an experiment on the M42dwHiexperienced a few weeks ago. The hard
shoulder is now used as an extra lane at peaktArksver speed limit is imposed, extra cameras
used tolook out for broken down cars or accidants more refuge points made available at least
every 500metres. Gantry lights give a clear indbcaif the hard shoulder is in operation as an
extra lane. To me this seems a sensible use ofgpeamk we already have: an extra lane for a
fraction ofthe cost oflaying another ribbon aftac. Results thus far show journey times reduced
by 25%, accidents down by 70% (despite the conasfitise AA and RAC) and emissions reduced
by 10% because thereis less stop start.

between spells of weather to put up a new polytuane sow some early carrots and turnips init.
Garlic, onion and shallot sets have all been ptbotaside and covered with insulating fleece to
get themoffto a good start.

To make
the most oflimited space you can plant potatdes
on yourpatio orin youryard in stacks made frp m
bricks orold car tyres.

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Police Meeting - 12t February 2009

On avery snowy night in February 25 Dersinglpamsh councillors, parishioners and
representatives of nearby parishes attended amgeetiSt Nicholas Church Hall to learn about
changes to local policing after April 2009. It waahoriible night weatherwise and thelow tumout
was understandable. Accordindglipave agreed to writeshort piece on the meeting so that all
Dersingham parishioners can be aware ofthe changes

The meeting was chaired by Clir Roy Johnstdmi€of Dersingham P arish Council and the
speakers were Inspector David Buckley, who is basétunstanton Police Station, and Mr
Stephen Bett, ChairofNorfolk Police Authotity.&format for the evening wasshort
presentation by both speakers followed by questiomsthe floor. My notes are a compilation of
their presentations and further information gleainmoh responses to questions fomthose present.

Mr Bett began the evening by explaining why Marfolk P olice Authority was setup and how
it works. Norfolk Police Authority is on&fthe Assodation of Police Authorities. Mr Bett Heesen
amember of the Authority since 1996 and chairmarioee years. He advised thatthe Authority
are responsible for strategic planning but thetisiens can be over-ruled by the Chief Constable.
He considered that thereis a very good relatignskiween Norfolk Police Authority and Norfolk
Constabulary, and he considers Norfolk Constabutamne ofthe best small police forces. The

Inspector Buckley advised that he has respiitygibr 51 parishes plus Hunstanton town, in an
area extending rom Hunstanton to Holkham, Pentiaéging's Lynn. There are 35 police stations
in Norfolk. He advised that there had been constdlempublic consultation before the introduction
ofthe new policing arrangements. After April theril six response bases atKing's Lynn,
Thetford, Fakenham, Aylsham, Norwich and Yarmoiitrese are the areas whéremajority of
999 cdlls are made, therefore seen as the ardasnoft crime. There isGovemment directive
that when 999 calls are received priority is git@the elderly and children. The Safer
Neighbourhood Teamwill continueto basedat Dersingham P olice Station. The teamwill
consistof Sgt Andy Crown, PCAdrian Fryatt, P C Karen Falkaed four PSCO's. Inspector
Buckley advised that the aimofthe new arrangesriend ensurethat police oficers will aways
be available to respond to 999 calls. The P CSOlhaae responsibility for solving local and
minor crimesThefour Dersingham based police oficers could béedato King's Lynn if
required and the three PCSO's bastéootton could provide backup for the DersinghaneBaf
Neighbourhood Teamifneeded. Nighttime cover waeaimain as at present. The response-based
systemis currently operating in Warwickshire.

In response to concems expressed regardieduection in information because the oficers were
to bebased at King's Lynn, Mr Bett believed thmng not happen as research had shownthleat
public are prepared to raise their concems wits®&. Concems were raised that reducing the
number ofthe police oficers who were based lgaabluld result in a loss ofservice. Inspector
Buckley considered that the Safer Neighbourhoodrilgauld be expected to step up to the
challenge to provide a comparable setvice.

When questioned ifthe new systemwas revieaydbbpector Buckley advised thadwas
prepared to visit any parish to advise ofthe neangements and was prepared to visitthe
parishes after the introduction ofthe new systeiehteck on progress.

The meeting concluded with several other gémperece-related questions being put to Inspector
Buckley and Mr Bett.

All ofthe mail that was posted was
collected at the Post Office then taken to thémtand put on a train; then, in the eary fiftieans
were sent out fomKings Lynnto fetch the mailvlls not apleasantjob as it had to bedonein al
weathers and you can just imaginewhat it must baee like cycling up the Long Drag from
Shemborne to Red Bam with abag full of mail isnawstorm.

Jim Melton

I was looking through some old papers the otfagrthat wereleft by my late father, Jim Melton.
A lotofpeopleinthevillage will remember himfas 25 years, rom 1948 till 1973, hewas the
caretaker at St Georges School; but before thapb®t 25 years in the British Army, joining up
when hewas only sixteen. Hedone his first lataifiing at Nomwich but he did not join the Royal
Norfolks, instead hejoined the Royal Artillery Regnt. Then he spent many years abroad induding
three years in Aden, three yearsin Malta and theaes in Singapore. Also he done asmall amount
oftime in Northern Ireland.

Then in 1940 hewas sentto France with thiésBrExpeditionary Force, atter which hewas
captured by the Germans at Dunkirk. Amongst theaefzers that Ihaveis atelegraph that my
mother received dated theé2une 1940. It reads as follows, “1 regret to infyou that a report has
been received fromthe War Office to the efect th&.M. Melton has been posted missing.” Theniit
goes onto say the report that heis missing doesatessaiily mean that he has been killed, as he
may be a prisoner ofwar ortemporarily separated his regiment. A month later on the2af
July 1940 my mother received another telegraph pthie was the best news she could have wished to
hear. It said,“We beg to informyou that we haveeived a card from Stalag XXA, Germany,
advising us that T.S.M. Melton is interned in thaimp.” My father remained a prisoner until 1945.
Hundreds of people must have received telegrapddhlis ofgood orbad news but | wonder how
many people still have themtoday.

Zeppelins in Norfolk

A few days ago a chap from Dersinghamrang pnend asked what | knew about the Zeppelins
that lew over rom Germany and dropped their boimi&/est Norfolk during the 1914-18 war. Well
I told himabout the onethat dropped a bomb onGhrezn up Dodds Hill, doing some damage to
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some housesin September 1916. Also the sameanlgdinb was dropped on Dersingham Fen and
the craterthat it made was in time tumed inteeogl for members ofthe Roya Family to use for
duck flighting. This decoy is still there today.

On the morning ofthe $fJanuary 1915 three Zeppélins left Germany dp tineir bombs
that night along the east coast of England. Omteexfe Zeppelins first sighted land at Sheringham
where it dropped two bombs; itthen headed towHtdisstanton dropping one bomb at Brancaster
and another on The Green at Thornham. It then eédgme at Hunstanton nearthe lighthouse but
this bomb did not explode, then two bombs were pledpon Heacham, one ofthem going right
through the roofofa house in Lords Lane. At Sstetimit dropped a bomb right near to the church
and this bomb blew out twenty-two windows in thamh. The Zeppelin then flew over
Dersinghamand Sandringham but for some unknowsoneiadropped no bombs. The Zeppelin then
flew onto Kings Lynn where it dropped seven borabd done much damage. Aterthisitturned
seaward and flew back home to Germany.

Lighting restrictions were so strict during steeZeppelin raids that it became an ofience thestri
a match in the street. By the end 0f 1915 thegnihlighting orders had led to 1,028 summonses for
this ofence and £379 had been collected in fikkesy thanks to MrNeil Story for giving me
permission to use quotes and information from biskb*Norfolk in the Great War.’

Now, ofcourse, we have the new sorting ofiicehat tear othe garden.

In those eary days my Muand Dad wouldaboriously complete the weekly handwritten
accounts, often taking one or two hoai®r work on @ridayevening. This is how | canmato the
businessoo.

When in 2000 theostOfice introduced computerisaticghere were many who thought this
would cause all sorsfproblemslt wasbehind many postmasters' decisions to retire.
Computerisatiorasin fact,apart rom annoying blips caused pgwer cuts, become second
nature to counter stafandinimisedpapemworkBut that was notthe only change the post ofice
made.

It is not many years ago that it was possibleay al household utility bills at the Post Cdfic
and, tomakethis lessdemandingwe sold savingstampso easdheultimatepain. With the
demise ofthesd? ostOfice instigatedheirownbrand ofSavings Stamps. When the P ost Ofice
lostthe contractéor handlingTV licences an ension books wwere trained to sell financial
services such as applications for credit cardssébaid and car insuranaedtravelinsurance,
savingsaccountsandbonds.

At Dersingham P ost Ofiice we have always beswtrvehicldicence ofice and with the
introductionoftravel insurancé thefinancia serviceange we became passpott invigilators and
bureau d'changderkstoo.
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With thescrapping of
pensionbooks we were
instrumentaln assistingn
the changeovéo the P ost
Ofiice Card Account which
at thetime, was expected tp
be fraughtwith problems biit
has now become second
nature to Dersingham
pensioners. Some High
StreetBanks haveseen the
feasibility ofallowingtheir
accountholders to withdraw
cashatthe P osOffice using
their debit card and pin
number.

The Post Ofiice has always figutadgely attheentreofthe village. Back in the days whére
Lindsay family took over the business in Maf®v9 itwaslike the proverbia comer shop
stocking everything frorknitting wool to elasticteabags to washingpwderand fly spray,
bithday cards and newspapers. As the pfise needed more spaseme ofhesetems had to
go. When a new, security lockeshfe was required i@rival causedinseerproblems. Having
managed to manoeuvitdhroughthe doorway it proceeded to disappear through teden floor
in thehallwayand had tde dragged ougain It could only beetumed when the floorboards had
beenreplaced with a concrete floor.

Despite tha@ppearancefbeing inarural backwater international problemsive necessitated
even tightersecuiity over mail. Our initial poobahing ofthis as beingnlikely in NothWest
Norfolk was found to be misplaced wheniacident closed the P ost Ofice all omerning whilst
thebomb squad investigatedsaspicious packet. Counter ssgfient the whole day locked up with
postmen who, whilst not beirgjlowed out on theirounds, consistently ate their way through
every pizzain the

freezerEven more
crushingwasan
instructionthat we
mighthave to pida
partnewithwhomto
walk nude through the
decontamination
chamber. This was too
much to bear!
Luckily, before this
could beputinto
operationthe packet
tumed outto contain
nothing more sinister
than acontaineofsand.
A further hoax letter
resulted in posofice
staffbeing quarantined

forthe day and, as the
storygoeghat youwait all dayfor one bus anthreetum upon this occasion Dersingham
residents were amazedgee not one squad car live orsix outsidethe Post Ofice at 8:30am.
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At atime when havingeen asketb be extravigilant andcall the police ifanything suspicious
is notednearthe PosOfiice | noticed, oroneoccasion, four balaclateoodedmen in a car parked
outside the sho@hey obviously didn't realise that we shut for laibat, in any event, thear took
off before the police arrived. It didn't retum hué were alerted the neatay that a post ofice
roundthe coast had been raided.

Ona lighter note, for those able to see the jokemermber onckeing despatched on my way to
King's Lynn Sorting Office in the back ofthe madn when, having taken the micky out of
postman lan Tunnidifle he bundled me into a paseek and | was mistaken for a bag of mail.

As you see, 2008 wastcompletely incident free and was atbeyear that post ofices
nationwide weréhreatenedvith dosure. Thisvas a particulady worrying time for everyone and
the news that we had been sawakindescribable. We continue to thank the supporteteived
throughthis trying time fro mour customers.

You may hear me moaboutmy day particulady the weand windy ones when getting up at
5.00amto drag in the papers and set the bossyon theirrounds is not something | would put at
the top of my lisoffavouritethings,but | still enjoy a challenge and unning aP ogic®1fn
today'sclimate isall ofthat.

This articlewas wiitten to remember the chartgehe Post Office, the impact they have had on
Dersinghamresidents and, also, to comme moratthttiieth anniversary ofthe Lindsay name
above thedoor. Perhaps the most redeeming faclatways be the manner in which, through the
far-sightedness of my parents, the Lindsay famdyéfound themselves to be a pafithe village.
We have attended weddings and parties of friendsade in the '80s and our children are now
continuing that tradition.

‘SORRY’- DERSINGHAM

A group ofteenagers who vandalised garderefeimrctheir home village have had to meet and
apologise to their victims.

The face-to-face meeting broughtto a closienagstigation by the local police teamin
Dersingham after a spate ofvandalismto chainfémices.

In early December, a number of properties ine3aJackson Road sufiered repeated damage and
the matter was reported to the Dersinghamand @&#der Neighbourhood Team.

Over the course ofthe next two months, Pdloermunity Support Oficers Daniel Edwards
and Jackie Smith conducted enquities in the loea & order to identify the culprits. Information
led themto a group ofsixteenage boys fromthieyé aged between 12 and 14.

The boys and their parents were each visiteal Bsfer Neighbourhood Team police officer,
admitted the ofence and agreed to have the megsetved using a Restorative Justice (RJ)
approach.

Recently, the youngsters, accompanied by greeents and SNT members, met with three of
their victims, who told themhow the vandalism ladidcted them, causing themupset and
inconvenience. The boys all apologised for thdipas.

Dersinghamand Gayton Safer Neighbouthood &diyACrown said: “ Those responsible were
tracked down by eflective house to house enquigethe P CSOs and through subsequent
interviews. All admitted their involvement which smery refreshing and the Restorative Justice
approach was the perfect way to dea with them”.

“We hadthe full support oftheir parents aadrfthe victims that had sufiered damage to their
garden fencing. | amconfidentthat these youtlkthvnk twice about causing further damage
having seenthe effect that this had on the vidims

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Greetings from the Manse

Only one efigy in StPaul's Cathedral in Londonvaeed the
Great Fireof1666. Itis of John Donne, onetineab® of St Paul 's,
who died on the 3 March 1631. Donne had converted to
Anglicanismfrom Catholicism, was ordained a plibstcame a
Member of Parliament, the royal chaplain, an acacemriter and
perhaps mostnotably a poet and preacher, perheggéatest ofhis

age.

In an age of mass entertainmentwe find ingfedo think of
people packing the churches to listen to famouaghrers whose
sermons lasted several hours. Crowds, which inditlde monarch
James the 1st himself, locked to hear John DoReading his
sermons now, it's still possible to feel a tingfexcitement as he
declaims: “Any man's death diminishes me, beca@seihvolved
in mankind.

Harriers

Harriers are graceful birds ofprey and theas
atime, not too long ago, when all three British
spedes could be seen within the Dersingham parish
boundary. I've seen marsh, hen and Montagu’s
harriers hunting over the field that now makes up
the Sandringham View development. This hunting
ground may be lost to thembut they haven't
disappeared fromthe local area entirely.

The easiest harrierto seeis the lagesieft
tribe - the marsh harrier. At this time ofyeaiist
usually possibleto see marsh harriers fromthektra
that heads offttowards the sea fromthe bottom of
Station Road. Youdon't even need binoculars to
spot thembecause oftheir size and the way they
hold theirwings in a characteristic shallow V shafill hariiers do this and | will try to explain
why. Imagine that this letter Vis floating on abion ofair blown fombelow. Ifthe V starts to
topple, more air will supportthe falling side. TWevill therefore right itself. This is negative
feedback.

Marsh harriers are a real conservation sustesg. Twenty-five years ago, they were confined
to a few protected reedbeds in Norfolk and SufitNkw they can be seen throughout eastem
England and their range is spreading. They eveedneScotland now. This successis not always
welcomed becausethey aren’t particularly fussytiMnat they eat and they do take a few young
gamebirds and rare breeding wader chicks. Thiséimgareduced in more diverse ecosystems

where territoria birds such as the lapwing
aggressively protect their chicks and inso doing
protect otherspedes by chasing the harriers
away. | believethat we still have more golden
eagles in Biitain than marsh hariiers so there is
no roomfor complacency and they are brilliant
birds to have around. Keep a look out for their
spectacular sky dance when the male passes food
to his mate in mid air as part oftheir courtship
ritual. A romantic spectade - even ifthe present
is adead rat!

Hen harriers are winter visitors to this pdrto
the world and are most easily seen attheir
communal roosts. Norfolk has several ofthese
and there was a time when halfa dozen hen
harriers could be seen heading into roost on
DersinghamBog at dusk. | would recommend the
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RSPB reserve at Titchwell to view roosting hen teggrbut you will have to wait until next winter.
Breeding hen hariiers can be seen at suitablddmean Scotland, particularly inthe Westem
Isles, and at a few places inthe uplands of nantBegland and Wales. They are a fantastic bird to
see ontheir breeding grounds, espedally the bhgs¢éy males that stand out well againstthe dark
moorland vegetation. The British population of theriers is much lower than it should be and
this is because ofillegal persecution on the ggausors. In 2006 there were 12 breeding pairsin
England butit is estimated thatthere is enougtfalsie habitat to support 200 pairs. We should be
able to take the short drive over to the Peak Bidiational Park inthe summer and have a
reasonable chance ofhaving our day enlivened &yngea pair ofhen harriers, but sadly, this is
notpossible.

Montagu’s harriess ar
the mostgraceful ofour harriers and have a vght |
buoyant fight. The pale grey males have rust
coloured streaks on theirunderside and transverse
black markings on their wings. Females can be
confused with female hen harriers (known as ring
tails) buttheir more slender appearance is usually
obvious when you get your eyein. Montagu’'s
harriers visit in the summer with a handful of ays
guarded nests in this region. In the mid 1980g, thgulady bred in the fields between
Dersinghamand the sea. We are onthe edge oftin¢aylu’s harriers’ normal range and they
prefer dry steppe typelandscapes such as thasatral Spain. They must feel at home in our
large featureless fields. Unlike their cousins, kégu's harriers are welcomed by all and thelocal
farmers and landowners co-operate with the RSP Biétakarden to ensure their protection. Most
ofthe nest sites must be kept secret but occasidinia possible to arrange public access. So if
you see direction signs for ‘The Full Monty' thigmng it is well worth a detour to get a view of
these beautiful birds.

DERSINGHAN CRICKET CLUB - The Eary Years

Overdue centenary.

In the absence ofany official club recordsreetings, former Club Treasurer, Heather Barrett,
has undertaken hours of painstaking research éptorts in the Lynn News and its predecessor
newspapers, patticulady, the “Lynn Advertiser, dsh Constitutional Gazette and Norfolk &
Cambridgeshire Herald” (yes itwas only one newspdput with a long title). It was particularly
painstaking because sports news did not have itsseetion and was spread throughoutthe paper.
The result was to prove that the Club had misse@éntenary, as the earliest match found so far
was in 1880.

Snettisham v Dersingham — July 1880

This match, played at Snettisham, was won byhthme side by an innings and 14 runs, although
the report points outthat “theunderhand bowlifithe veteran Daniels (Dersingham) proved
invaluable to his side”. Daniels (we don't know mgials) took 7 ofthe 10 Snettishamwickets,
highlighting how “underhand” (orunderarm) bowlings thenormfor many years before being
replaced by over armbowling.

Other early marches

Opposition for Dersinghamfrom 1880 to 1887 wawided by such teams as West Newton,
Ingoldisthompe Rising Star and Castle Rising, itarsinghamwinning all four ofthe games found
in the research. The scoresin those games réfwefpoor the pitches and outfields were by today’s
standard. It was not unusual for both teams taviae in an aternoon. Low scores were normal and
in a match against Ingoldisthorpe Rising Star te lgpril 1886, Ingoldisthompe scored 10 and 23 in
their two innings, with Dersingham scoring 27 anfdi2 to win by 8 wickets.

Homefor the Club

From 1880 - 1887, all Dersingham matches weaggn away, but a match report dated May
1888 records: “ Through thekindness of Mr. E.Tingdthis place, in providing this Club with a
ground this season, they played their first mancthé village on Saturday, with the Ingoldisthompe
Club, which resulted in a win for Dersinghamon fthet innings (36 —42). Mr. E. Tingay was the
tenant ofthe Manor Farmand it would seemthatQtfieket Club, with subsequently the Football
Club, have played on thesame ground ever since.

Dersingham Standard

Although some ofthe press reports refer jaf2ersingham, some refer to the Club as
Dersingham Standard. The origin ofthis name isnomin, as there was no pub in Dersingham of
that name, whichwould have been the obvious redpgood fortune, building work on an old
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house in the village recently revealed a Club figtoard for 1897, with the name of Dersingham
Standard prominently displayed.
Club Meetings and Suppers

In April 1889, a press report reveals that abGheeting took place in the School Room, with Mr.
Tingay again being thanked for the loan ofthe gchiMeetings in March 1893 and April 1895 were
held inthe Temperance Hotel, now the Ashdene Gu@sse on what used to be Linford's Corner.

A more relaxing evening took place in May 18®hen it was reported that “through the liberality
of Mr. G. Rex Wells, 16 members ofthe Standardie&t Club, together with some fiends,
numbering in all about 30, were kindly entertaimedupper on Wednesday at the Feathers Hotel,
where a substantial repast was sewved by host Tapldat and a ball were presented to leading
players (T.J.Cole and R.Nurse respectively) anaricesongs were atterwards sung”.

Matches 1888 — 1897

Opposition for the Club in these years was iged/ by some diflerent Clubs, such as Brancaster
in June 1891, Lynn YMCA in August 1891 and Gaywaoédugust 1895. Dersinghamcontinued to
be a successful Club asthe small selection aftmest researched shows 4 wins, 1 tie and 2 defeats.
74 runs were scored by each side in the tied nagelinst Castle Rising, so the pitch may have been
improving.

Fixtures were not played at every weekend tolIb in the season seems to have beenthe
average —while the 1897 fixture card shows a boédlweeks fomthe end of July to the end of
August, presumably because harvest took priorigr tive cricket.

Sandringham & District League

Dersingham, together with Snettisham, West MeywiVolferton and Ingoldisthorpe, werethe
founders members ofthis League, which was formethe result ofa meeting at the Feathers Hotel
on 17" April 1894. So the normal friendly fixtures wereh@nced by the addition ofleague matches.
Although there is no due as to the location offgegue final, Mr. Hopkins kindly promised to lend
his own ground for the final match.

Club Personalities

As well as the“underhand” veteran Daniels gradind benefactor, Mr. E. Tingay, a small
selection of other names which regulaly occurredhatch reports were J. & G. Chambers, W
Asker, W Dye, H & T Riches, severa Boothbys, Tgay (son ofthe ground benefactor
presumably), F Birg
and P Houchen.
